Take this sheet home and keep it someplace near the dinner table like on the 
fridge. At least three times next week at dinner, use Prayer Time and one other 
family activity to make your confirmation learning come alive!

Prayer Time 
Read one of the psalms together as a family. You can either select one per-
son to read the psalm or everyone can read it aloud together. You may want 
to consider Psalm 23, 103, 150, or 138. End with a moment of silence and 
then say “Amen” together. 

Talk Time
•	The story of David is one of many biblical examples of how a person 

from humble beginnings can achieve great things with God’s help. Is 
there a person in your family that has a similar story? 

•	David was a person who gave worship and praise to God throughout 
his entire life. What are ways that we can praise God with our lives? 
How can we live out our faith in God when we are at school, work, 
and home? What are some ways that our family is already doing this?

•	David was an amazing person, but he wasn’t perfect. He did many 
things that displeased God, but God forgave David and continued to 
use him to do great things. What are some examples of times when 
people in your family have made mistakes, but were forgiven? Is it  
difficult to forgive the people we love when they hurt us? Why is it 
important to forgive family members for wrongdoing?
